fter a 12-year fight led by
Amenlal health advocates,
patients, families, clini-
cians, and a handful of members
of Congress, some 113 million
Americans will soon have equali-
ty of coverage between their ben-
efits for physical health care and
mental or behavioral health care.

Domenici Mental Health Parity
and Addiction Equity Act of 2008
was tucked into the massive fi-
nancial rescue package passed by

passage is “the recognition by the
government of the United States
that mental illnesses are real ill-
nesses,” said Dr. Nada Stotland,
president of the American Psychi-
atric Association, in an interview.

The law will take effect Oct. 3,
2009, which means that benefit
changes should be seen in health
insurance policies that take effect
in January 2010.
